
EXPERIENCE SONOMA 

Transportation: 

• Airports 

o STS (Charles M. Schulz Sonoma County Airport, ~30 mins from SSU) 

o SFO (San Francisco International Airport, ~1 hr 45 mins from SSU) 

• From conference location: (Ideally arrive previous evening in Sonoma 

County) 

o Drive down the Scenic Sonoma route on US 101 (BEST TRAVEL 

OPTION) 

 Car-pooling or sharing UBER rides 

 Average Travel time: 1 hr 10 minutes 

o By Smart Train: 

 Take Uber until Larkspur Station 

 Smart Train Schedule 

 Check timings for evening train connections in the schedule. 

 If arriving in the morning: 

1. Departs Larkspur—7.12 a.m.; 7.44 a.m. 

2. Reaches Cotati    —8.05 a.m.; 8.37 a.m. 

3. Distance from Cotati station to SSU—1.1 miles 

4. Take Uber to Sonoma State University—less than 5 min 

5. or walk down 20 minutes. 

o UBER+Ferry+Smart Train/UBER (for the adventurous and those 

with time on hand) 

 Take Uber to Ferry point 

 Get on to Ferry from San Francisco to Larkspur (previous 

evening to watch beautiful sunset and lights or early morning 

for a peaceful sunrise) 

 Take Smart Train (allow enough time to walk from Ferry) or 

Take UBER 

 Definitely plan for more time because of lags between Ferry 

arrival and Smart Train departure timings (check for 

coordinated schedules on Golden Gate Ferry website that will 

be updated periodically). 

 Take Orange colored shuttle outside the Ferry Station to drop 

off to Smart Train station. Keep $1.50 in cash to pay for the 

shuttle each way.
